For the All-Ukrainian Association of Amalgamated
Territorial Communities (AAATC), 2025 was a year of
expanded partnerships and systemic protection of
community interests. It saw active international
cooperation, large-scale events, stronger dialogue at
the national and international levels, consistent
advocacy for legislation defending communities,
broader educational activities, new members joining
and, above all, a stronger voice for local self-
government.

Another significant achievement of the year was the international recognition of the
Association. A historic event was the signing of the Memorandum of Understanding with the
Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe. This step affirmed the
recognition of AAATC as a democratic institution that consistently advocates for the interests
of territorial communities and is a reliable partner in the development of local democracy.

The strategic partnership with the Congress is aimed at supporting local self-government
reform, decentralisation processes and the recovery of Ukrainian communities affected by the
armed aggression of the russian federation. In the context of Uk r a i Huregean integration,
this step will help to align local governance with Council of Europe standards and strengthen
democratic institutions at the local level.

Another important international event for the Association was its participation in the annual
conference of ICMA (the International City/County Management Association) in the USA.
AAATC was the only Ukrainian local self-government association represented at this forum,
which brought together public managers from more than 70 countries.

Among the y e a dahdmark events was also the international security forum Europe Civil
Security, co-organised with the State Emergency Service of Ukraine (SESU) in Warsaw. The
event became an important platform for exchanging experience between Ukraine and EU
countries-in the field of emergency response and the implementation of modern security
solutions.

We continue our cooperation with key stakeholders to strengthen multilevel governance in
Ukraine in line with European standards and the principles of the European Charter of Local Self-
Government — even amid wartime challenges on the path of European integration.

We sincerely thank everyone who stood by us in this shared work. Every project, event, working
group, every agreed and defended position is the result of joint effort, mutual trust and shared
responsibility.

2026 opens new horizons. We are entering it stronger, with clear goals, ambitious plans, and an
unwavering belief: strong communities mean a strong Ukraine.
